Monday April 27, 2020       Supporting Sentences in a Paragraph
Supporting sentences SUPPORT the main idea of the paragraph. These sentences follow a topic sentence in a paragraph. Supporting sentences contain details that help describe or explain the main idea of the paragraph. Supporting sentences should fit the context and flow of a paragraph. When writing supporting sentences you should be giving examples, reasons, or descriptions to support your topic sentence. - There are usually 2 - 4 supporting sentences in a paragraph.
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« What are supporting sentences?
They come after the topic sentence, making up the
body of a paragraph.

+ What do they do?
They give details to develop and support the main
idea of the paragraph.

« How do | write them?
You should give supporting facts, details, and
examples.
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The most important problem in our city is its

Tuesday April 28, 2020 Transition Words

Transition words tie two thoughts together and add fluency to writing. They also help readers to understand location, similarities and differences, or main points. There are several categories of transition words and understanding each is important to choosing good transition words and phrases for a sentence or paragraph.

Examples of Different Types Transition Words

Place and Space Transition Words
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	These transition words of place and space help the reader understand location.

Example:  Nearby, the teachers were meeting in a closed-door session.

Comparison / Contrast Transition Words
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	These transition words of comparison and contrast emphasize either the similarities of two ideas or the difference between them.

Example: Similarly, the harvest dance was also held on a Friday night.

Cause / Purpose / Condition Transition Words
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	These transition words of cause, purpose, and condition guide the reader from an idea to its underlying root.

Example: Even if the school district pays for half of the students’ breakfasts, there still will be those without enough resources to pay for the remaining amount.


Conclusion / Summary Transition Words
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	These conclusion transition words allow the writer to recap one point before moving to the next or to the end.

Example: Ultimately, no one has more influence on a student ’s grades than the student himself.
Read more about how to write a conclusion paragraph.


Time / Sequence Transition Words
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	These transition words of time and sequence explain order or chronology to the reader.

Example: In the meantime, the library will be closed during lunch.


Effect / Result / Qualification Transition Words
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	These transition words of effect, result, and qualification take the reader from the problem to its consequences or possible results.

Example: Consequently, fewer students are able to take courses in the fine arts: music, art, and drama.


Addition / Extension Transition Words
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	These transition words of addition and extension are used to add to a previous idea or extend the logic or argument.

Example: Furthermore, the student council has unanimously endorsed the revised calendar for the school.


Example / Clarification / Emphasis Transition Words
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	These transition words of example, clarification, and emphasis are used by writers to explain a point or to give emphasis.

Example: In other words, a longer school day may provide more opportunities instead of fewer.


As you can see, there are a great many choices when deciding which word best connects sentences or paragraphs. While not easy, understanding how these "connecting" words work will make writing much easier for students.

Concluding sentences have three crucial roles in paragraph writing. They draw together the information you have presented to elaborate your controlling idea by: summarizing the points you have made repeating words or phrases (or synonyms for them) from the topic sentence. 
Almost all writing is divided into three sections: introduction, body, and conclusion. Students rarely have trouble writing the body of a piece. It is the heart of the composition and includes the major points. Introductions and conclusions are more challenging. The conclusion, for example, is usually a brief summation of the piece, with any final call to action or closing thoughts. Practicing conclusion writing helps students with this important composition skill. One important part of writing is to understand how to transition into conclusions. 
 Concluding Sentences

When you write a paragraph, you need to start with a topic sentence, give examples and details in the body, and end with a proper concluding sentence.

The conclusion is the end of the paragraph. In the concluding sentence, you want to repeat the main point, and make it sound like the paragraph is ending. The concluding sentence is often similar to the topic sentence, but with different words.

For example:
Topic sentence: My grandfather had more stories than a children’s library.

Conclusion: As you can see, my grandfather had an endless imagination that brought smiles to everyone around him.

Topic sentence: When I was a child, I thought my grandfather was superman.

Conclusion: In short, although he is not really a super hero, my grandfather is very special to me for many reasons.

Topic sentence: My pet dog has eaten my homework, destroyed my shoes, and bitten my friend, but still I can never get angry at her.

Conclusion: In conclusion, although she sometimes behaves badly, my pet dog will always be an important part of my life.
